Twenty year 12 students were trained to work as mentors, visiting year 10s and 11s in seven local secondary schools in order to raise both learner aspirations and achievements.  In the process the year 10 and 11 students wee able to raise the sorts of issues – some academic and some personal – that were hindering their progression into post 16 courses.
But the student mentors gained too as their skills were developed and they saw their mentees progressing.

A process of termly review kept both the college and the schools abreast of developments and completed questionnaires provided further detail.  Both the schools and the college had the chance to explore the value of the mentoring framework.
