Description of activity

Twenty six year 12 and 13 students moved around 8 activity stations including light microscopy of rodent brain sections, a brain dissection, staining cell nuclei, using a cryostat. 

 The target students were those who were felt to need extra motivation in their 6th form study.  During the afternoon, Student Ambassadors were on hand chatting with the 6th formers both about aspects of thee subject and about university life more generally.

The 6th formers valued the access to advanced equipment but also said that it had given them confidence about progressing.  The session had been especially effective in showing what the subject area would be like at HE level so that some participants said they would now be interested in going on with the subject beyond 6h form.
